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In our lifetime, California educators have never been caught in the
middle of a crisis of the magnitude that we are facing today.

According to MercuryNews.com, "California's shortfall is larger than
the entire yearly budget of every other state except New York. It
exceeds the gross domestic product of more than 100 countries,
including Syria, Costa Rica and Kenya. Closer to home, it's 40
times the size of San Jose's general operating fund, which pays for
most of the city's basic services.... In non-government terms, $40
billion would buy about 78,000 houses in Santa Clara County at the
Nov. 2008 median price of $515,000.... It's also $3 billion more
than the combined net worth of Google co-founders Sergey Brin
and Larry Page, according to Forbes. And $40 billion could
purchase more than 500 Boeing 737-800s.... "Because of the
recession and the slide in the stock market, the deficit has grown
so big, so quickly," said H.D. Palmer, a spokesman for
Schwarzenegger's finance department. "And it's forced a menu of
very difficult decisions to be put on the table."

In terms of overall budget priorities, the Governor’s proposal
reflects disproportionate cuts to K-12 education. In the current
year, a disproportionate share of the proposed cuts are to
Proposition 98. The governor has placed a proposed state budget
on the California Government's website at:
