Existing law also requires the department to monitor adherence to these provisions and, as part of its regular monitoring and review of local educational agencies, to assess whether local educational agencies have adopted a policy that prohibits discrimination and harassment and a process for receiving and investigating complaints of discrimination and harassment, as specified. Because this bill would require local educational agencies to perform additional duties, this bill would impose a state-mandated local program. Existing law authorizes a school district or county office of education to request that a local law enforcement agency conduct an automated records check of a prospective nonteaching volunteer aide in order to ascertain whether the prospective nonteaching volunteer aide has been convicted of a designated sex offense. This bill would specify that each of these provisions applies to charter schools. The bill would also authorize a school district, county office of education, or charter school to request a local law enforcement agen cy to conduct an automated records check of a prospective nonteaching volunteer aide in order to ascertain whether that person has been convicted of a felony controlled substance offense or a violent or serious felony, as specified. The bill would additionally prohibit persons who have been convicted of violent or serious felonies, specified sex offenses, or felony controlled substance offenses, as specified, from serving as nonteaching volunteer aides . This bill would expand this provision to also apply to any person who comes into any school building or upon any school ground, or adjacent street, sidewalk, or public way, and willfully or knowingly creates a disruption with the intent to threaten the immediate physical safety of any pupil in preschool, kindergarten, or any of grades 1 to 8, inclusive, arriving at, attending, or leaving from school. The Director of the Office of Gang and Youth Violence Policy is responsible for monitoring, assessing, and coordinating the state's gang and youth violence programs, as specified. This bill would require the director, subject to statutory limits and directives, to make recommendations to streamline existing state agency gang and youth violence grant programs with a goal toward giving priority to grant programs that employ evidence-based practices. It would require the director to create a working group consisting of representatives of state offices and representatives of other specified stakeholders to assist in this effort, with the director serving as the chairperson. The bill would require the working group to advise the office on the task of streamlining grant programs that address gang and youth violence, in accordance with certain procedures. Existing law establishes a penalty structure for a person convicted of an infraction that requires a fine of not more than $100 or $250 depending on the number of violations within a specified time period. This bill would authorize a local authority to adopt an ordinance or resolution that doubles a base fine imposed upon a person who is convicted of speeding in a school zone if certain conditions are met, including the condition that the street on which the speeding offense occurred is not one where the speed could have been reduced because the maximum posted prima facie speed limit is greater than 30 miles per hour, as provided. By expanding the scope of an existing offense, this bill would impose a state-mandated local program. The bill would create an exception to the school zone firearms possession prohibition for firearms that are otherwise lawfully possessed or transported in a vehicle on a driveway or parking lot of a school, as specified. Existing law requires schools to forward copies of their school safety plans to the school district or county office of education for approval. Existing law requires school districts and county offices of education annually to notify the State Department of Education regarding schools that fail to adopt a school safety plan. This bill would revise and recast those procedures. The bill would make the requirement to develop and adopt a school safety plan applicable to charter schools authorized by the governing boards of school districts or county offices of education in addition to other public schools operated by those districts or county offices. The bill also would impose various criminal penalties for school and local educational agency officers who fail to comply with the revised procedures. The bill would authorize the filing of a complaint of noncompliance with the school safety plan requirements of Title IV of the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 with the department pursuant to the Uniform Complaint Procedures set forth in the California Code of Regulations. By requiring school and local educational agency officers to perform additional duties, and creating new crimes, the bill would impose a state-mandated local program. 	Summary:  Existing law, the Machado School Violence Prevention and Response Act of 1999, establishes the School Violence Prevention and Response Task Force and makes the Secretary for Education, among others, an ex officio voting member. The task force is required to hold at least 2 public meetings, make recommendations on how to enhance state and local programs and training to adequately prepare school districts and county offices of education regarding disruptive and violent acts on or near school campuses, suggest methods for training school personnel regarding risk factors that lead to violence, and analyze and evaluate statutes and programs on school-based crisis prevention and response. This bill would eliminate the task force. This bill contains other related provisions and other existing laws.
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
